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Begin preparing your application documents such as your essays,

letters of recommendations, CV/resume, etc. Keep a folder on your

device to keep track of your work and stay organized.

Use o calendar and/or planner to make sure that you have all items

completed ahead of time. \
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Decide on if you will take the SAT,
ACT, or both. Register for the exam(s)
in advance to receive your scores on
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time.

Take the exam(s). If time permits,
you can review the scores before
choosing which one you want to
send to your schools of choice. Or
you can choose to send the scores
directly to each of your selected

schools.
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If still needed, be sure to take

exams no later than October of your
senior year (last year of High
School). Give yourself plenty of

time to study before the test!

Continue working on the application
documents, pay the application
fees, and submit before the
deadline!
